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Resumen

El dumping es una practica desleal que se ha generado principalmente por los métodos
de comercio y subsidio que manejan en algunos paises para eliminar a la competencia
del mercado. Considero que es importante abordar las practicas desleales porque son
la fuente de muchos conflictos de intereses entre paises, aunado a que el pais con ma-
yor indice de dumping se esta apoderando del mercado mundial y es considerado uno
de nuestros principales socios comerciales. Soy de Michoacan, México, un Estado ca-
racteristico por su agricultura y gastronomia, un lugar rico en produccién de tipo ar-
tesanal, y desde inicios de la carrera hemos estudiado cémo las ventas internacionales
de Michoacan siempre son principalmente frutas o productos agricolas. Por tanto, me
he interesado por abordar este tema para encontrar una solucién que permita que el
producto artesanal pueda innovarse y seguir compitiendo en el mercado internacio-
nal, asi como proponer normas internacionales que puedan reforzar la batalla contra
las practicas desleales (Ramodn, 2007; Rodriguez, 1999).
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Abstract

Dumping is an unfair practice that has generated by the trade and subsidy methods
used in countries to cut competition from the market. I consider it important to ad-
dress these practices because they are the source of conflicts of interest between coun-
tries, therefore, the country with the highest rate of dumping is taking over the world
market and considered one of our main trading partners. I am from Michoacén, a
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characteristic state for its agriculture and gastronomy, a place rich in artisan produc-
tion, and since the beginning of the career, we have studied how the international
sales of Michoacan are always mainly fruits or agricultural products. So, I have been
interested in addressing this issue to find a solution that allows the artisan product to
innovate and continue to compete in the international market, as well as to propose
international standards that can strengthen the battle against unfair practices (Ra-
mon, 2007; Rodriguez, 1999).
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
